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FILLING OUT YOUR ‘APPLICATION TO REGISTER’ FORM

(Use FORM C if you are tattooing or use FORM B if you are microchipping)

· Fill in your name, address, prefix and breeder code (tattoo) in the spaces provided

· If you are not the owner or lessee of any of the bucks at the date of service, get the service certificate on the reverse completed by the owner or lessee.

· ‘Selected Name’ column:  enter the name you have chosen for your goat.  You do not need to put the prefix in again here.   Write on the top line only – the second line is for office use, to insert the registration number allocated to the goat.

· ‘Date of Birth’:  enter the date the goat was born.

· ‘Tattoo/ID’:  enter the letters/numbers tattooed in the goat’s right and left ear.  The right ear tattoo is the Breeder Code.  .  If you are microchipping and not tattooing, please indicate here with a dash in the space.
· ‘Sex’:  write ‘B’ for a buck or ‘D’ for a doe.

· ‘No at Birth’:  enter 1, 2, 3 etc to indicate whether it was a single, twin, triplet.

· ‘AI/ET’:  enter AI if artificial insemination was used, and also complete the service certificate on the reverse.  Enter ET if an embryo transplant, and also complete the ET certificates available from the Registrar.  Leave blank if neither applies.
· ‘Horned/Polled’:  enter ‘H’ for horned, ‘P’ for naturally polled.

· ‘Sire’:  enter the prefix and name of the sire.  Use top line for prefix and second line for name.
· ‘Registration No’:  enter the registration number of the sire.

· ‘Dam’:  enter the prefix and name of the dam.  Use top line for prefix and second line for name.

· ‘Registration No’:  enter the registration number of the dam.

· “Microchip No”:  attach bar code sticker over the words “attach bar code sticker here”.  Only applies if goat is being microchipped, otherwise leave blank.

· Please Circle the breed that your goat conforms to (refer to breed standards and regulations)

· Before you sign the form ensure that you are familiar with the disqualifying faults that apply to the goats that you are registering. These are listed on the back of this page. If your goat has a disqualifying fault Circle  “None” and notify the registrar of the fault. If you are unsure contact the registrar prior to signing the form
· If transferring any goats being registered on this form, fill in details on reverse.  Note that this is a separate transaction and fee.
· Send the form to the registrar with the appropriate registration fees (and transfer fees if applicable).

Disqualifying faults apply to all goat registrations including Appendix and Crossbred goats. However goats that are recorded on Recorded Grade may have disqualifying faults. Please notify the Registrar if you are not sure or your goat has a disqualifying fault.

Disqualifying faults for each breed section are: 

SAANEN:

Wry face;  obviously overshot or undershot lower jaw;  pendulous ears;  double or supernumerary teats;  supernumerary orifices;  undescended testicles or one testicle only in bucks;  colour other than white, cream or even biscuit tinge;  dark spot(s) larger than 20mm in diameter at registration;  intersex.

SABLE:

Wry face;  obviously overshot or undershot lower jaw;  pendulous ears;  double or supernumerary teats;  supernumerary orifices;  undescended testicles or one testicle only in bucks;  more than 50% white;  pink skinned udder;  intersex.

BRITISH ALPINE

Wry face;  obviously overshot or undershot lower jaw;  pendulous ears;  double or supernumerary teats;  supernumerary orifices;  undescended testicles or one testicle only in bucks;  lack of Swiss markings (except as specified);  white patches on barrel or other than those specified;  white or cream belly;  pink skinned body or udder;  intersex.

TOGGENBURG:
Wry face;  obviously overshot or undershot lower jaw;  pendulous ears;  double or supernumerary teats;  supernumerary orifices;  undescended testicles or one testicle only in bucks;  lack of Swiss markings (except as specified);  patches of white on the barrel;  black or rusty black coat colour;  white or cream belly;  pink skinned body or udder;  intersex.

ANGLO NUBIAN:
Wry face;  grossly overshot or undershot lower jaw (teeth must be visible in an overshot jaw at all times);  erect ears;  double or supernumerary teats;  supernumerary orifices;  crypt orchid or monorchid;  intersex;  full Swiss markings as for Alpine or Toggenburg;  pink skinned body or udder.
NIGERIAN DWARF DAIRY GOAT
Wry face. Double or supernumerary teats. Double orifices. Blind teats. Spurs/sprigs on teats. Pendulous ears, La Mancha ears. Undescended testicles in bucks or one testicle only. Obvious undershot or overshot jaw (side profile). Over breed standard recommended maximum height or under the breed standard minimum height when measured at 3 years of age (or older) disqualifies animals from registration in the herd register and purebred sections
